Seating and garden beds arranged in patterns expressive of swirling pockets of
wind, creating sheltered microclimates for socialising.

A waharoa (Maori entrance feature) forms the dominant sculptural element
within the Civic Square. This could potentially have a glass canopy providing
shelter for community activities such as markets and performing arts.

Murals by local graffiti artists partially enclose the centre manager's building
facing in towards the Civic Square.

Street Furniture

Rough basalt stone planters and low walls with integrated thick macrocarpa
bench seats. Stone planters to be expressive of the Stonefield's Maori gardens.

Pavement

Exposed pebble aggregate with warm oxide toning and basalt/ cobble or
decorative concrete inserts to provide pattern and define areas.

Planting Theme

Predominantly Nikau with subtropical flowering shrubs, harakeke (flax) and
puka as underplanting.

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Implementation

The revitalisation of the town centre and surrounding residential areas is a long-term programme, based on
the vision outlined in this Draft Concept Plan. It is envisaged that it will be progressively implemented over
a 20-year period through partnership between the public and private sectors, community groups, business
owners and landowners.

The ideas proposed in this report will form a series of projects that will be delivered by a combination of:

e Council-led initiatives such as park and transportation-related upgrades;

® Ajoint planning and design approach between Council and HNZC;

® Redevelopment of housing stock in some areas by HNZC and private sector partners; and

e Private sector/landowner-led redevelopment initiatives requiring resource consent before they can
be constructed.

The Council-led initiatives will be identified in the Long Term Council Community Plan (LTCCP) 2006 - 2016.
The Concept Plan’s vision for mixed use in the town centre and a range of housing types and diversity of
choice in the residential area will be reflected through amendments to the Manukau City District Plan. The

amendments will be progressed during 2006-2007 and the community will have the opportunity to be briefed
and make submissions on this process.
