Preliminary and General SPECIFICATION
Drawing and Specifications

This work is to be executed in accordance with the accompanying drawings, subsequent detail drawings, contract instructions, variation orders and this specification.

All documents shall be read together and anything mentioned in or reasonably inferred from one but omitted from another shall be equally binding as though included in all.

By Laws (if relevant)

The contractor shall carry out the works in accordance with the Building Act (2004) and all work shall comply with the current New Zealand Building Code (NZBC) and its amendments and associated approved documents.  The contractor and sub-contractors shall obtain all permits, pay all fees and give all notices in connection with the work and ensure a compliance certificate is issued upon completion.

Site

The contractor is instructed to make an inspection of the site and shall ascertain the nature and extent of the work.  The contractor is to take into consideration all rights and interests that may be interfered with by the execution of the works, and all other matters referred to in the drawings and specifications, which may influence the making up of the tender.

The contractor shall be required to be satisfied as to the means of access to the site and shall make provision for the carriage of all materials from the road to the site of the works.  No extras will be allowed on the grounds of insufficient knowledge of existing conditions.
Sub-Contractors

The normal practice of various trades being sub contracted is approved.  A list of all proposed sub-contractors to be used on the work shall be submitted to the employer for approval before work is commenced.

Insurance

The contractor and sub-contractors shall be held bound to affect all insurances rendered necessary by the operations.

The contractor will be held responsible for all accidents that may happen during the progress of the works and is to make good all damages resulting there from. The contractor shall insure against any liability, loss, claim or proceedings whatsoever arising out of any Statute or at Common Law arising out of, or in the cause of, or caused by the execution of the works.

Protection of Property

The contractor shall take precautions to protect all property and shall make good and pay for any damage caused by and during the contract operations.  All operations must be suspended during weather that would affect the quality of the work in progress.

Where the building works have disturbed the roadway and footpath, the contractor is to make good to the satisfaction of Council’s representative.

Due to the nature of working on reserves, where the public have unrestricted access, it is important that the contractor provide adequate security for the works in progress.  This is particularly important where concrete is used due to its extended curing period.  It is important that all materials left on site over night are secured. 

The contractor will be ultimately responsible to make good at his expense any damage to finished surfaces that may occur prior to the completion of the works.
Environmental Issues

While undertaking the work the contractor shall at all times comply with the obligations, provisions and requirements of the Resource Management Act.

The contractor is to take particular care not to damage any trees, plants or natural features at the sites.

The contractor’s activity shall be confined to the designated work zone.  Damage to vegetation or ground beyond the designated work zone shall be rectified at the contractor’s expense.

The contractor shall obtain approval from the Council’s representative (Horticultural Co-ordinator) for any vegetation removal, cutting of trees and before starting work within the drip line or root zone of trees.

Where the contractor is required to work in the vicinity of streams or the coastal zone, adequate sedimentation control measures shall be implemented throughout.

Silt traps approved by Council’s representative are to be constructed anywhere that silt is likely to be washed off a work site.

Archaeological Features

In the event of archaeological features being uncovered (e.g. shell midden, hangi, or oven stones, pit depressions, defensive ditches, artefact material, or human bones), work shall cease and the area in the broader vicinity of the discovery shall be secured. 

The contractor shall contact the client and/or project manager immediately to inform them of the discovery. The contractor shall also contact the New Zealand Historic Places Trust and the appropriate Tangata Whenua and Iwi authorities so that an investigation and assessment of the discovery can be arranged. Contact details for each of these authorities will be provided to the contractor by the project manager once they are informed of the discovery. In the event where human remains are discovered the Police should also be contacted. The authorities involved are to be given a reasonable time, as determined by the Council, to record archaeological features discovered before work may recommence on Site.

Any wooden or other organic artefacts that may be found must be excavated by an archaeologist in conjunction with a specialist conservator. The artefact shall be professionally conserved. 

Any artefacts found must be notified to the ministry for culture and heritage in accordance with the antiques act 1975.

Health and Safety

1.
Where the services are electrical or building construction or the services involve being on a construction site then the contractor shall ensure that all employees and sub-contractors have successfully completed their Site Safe Passport training programme.

2.
The contractor consents to the Council carrying out at Councils cost random safety audits.  The contractor will make available the relevant documentation and staff to enable these audits to be carried out.  If the audits identify any areas that are not acceptable then the contractor agrees to take all reasonable steps to rectify the situation.
3.

Temporary Site Fencing / Barriers and required Signage – Items required being included in the schedule for pricing. Include linear meters of fencing required and number of signs required. Include in costs if a lump sum quote. 

a) Fencing Type 1: The scope for this project is of such a nature that it is not considered that solid fencing of the contract work area is required. The area of works will be demarcated with traffic cones with cross bars and sign(s) indicating the area where public and other users are not permitted. When machines are used, a spotter will be used to control the works area and ensure that public doesn’t come within the demarcated area.

b) Fencing Type 2: Fence the area with single row orange mesh fence with a solid wire at the top and bottom of the fence. The orange mesh fence and top and bottom wires will be secured on warratah posts. Top of warratah posts to be covered with plastic cover to protect all sharp edges. Mesh fence to be maintained at all times. Site access to be closed off when not in use. Construction site boards to be erected at points where people can interface with the site. 
c) Fencing type 3: Area to be fenced with a 1.8m high solid top and bottom chain link fence. Each individual fencing panel to be secured to one another. Construction site boards to be erected at points where people can interface with the site. 
d) Signage – signs will be 500mm height x 700mm width. The words “Construction Site” (120mm in letter size) and “No Unauthorised Persons” (60mm in letter size) shall be printed on each sign. Signs will be secured onto two 80mm posts with the bottom of the sign being 1000mm off the ground level. The sign is to be black with white lettering. The Engineer will determine the number and location of the signs. 
e) The contractor will be required to install a standard Parks Notification of Construction Sign “Type 8b” for the site that includes the general information about the project including the client details, contractor details, contract number, and dangers around the work site. Materials and Workmanship

General

All work shall be carried out in strict accordance with the drawings and specifications.  All workmanship shall be careful and thorough and in accordance with the best trade practice.  All materials shall be of the best of required kind, unless distinctly otherwise specified.  Where plans directions or specifications are not clear the contractor will request clarification on these. 
Testing

The contractor shall furnish all facilities for and pay the expense of any testing of materials and prove their efficiency or their compliance to the requirements of this specification.  All work shall comply with the relevant NZSS, but notwithstanding compliance shall demonstrate also satisfactory performance.
Interpretation

Should the specification or drawings for this contract conflict with Local Body By Laws or requirements in respect of work the contractor must allow for the minimum possible standards allowed under such regulations.
Protection

Cover up and protect the works from the weather and suspend all operations which will be detrimental to the work.
Stability of Structure

The contractor shall in all cases use proper care and diligence in bracing and supporting all parts of the work against damage by wind.  The work shall also be supported and protected from damage by water.  The work at all times shall be self-supporting, absolutely strong and fully able to resist all stresses to which it may be subjected.

Work shown and mentioned

The attached specification and drawings shows the extent of the work, but there is no warranty expressed or implied that it shows each and every minor detail or item required to be included by the contractor.  Should any material, work or structural member appear to be inadequately described, yet obviously necessary for the neat, strong and satisfactory completion of the work, the contractor shall include and allow for same.

Sheds and Storage

The contractor shall supply all necessary temporary sheds and toilet facilities for the use of staff working on the contract and shall remove them at the completion of the work, leaving the site clean and tidy.

Power and Water for Works

Power and water required for the works are to be provided by the contractor.
Surface Finishes

Should any trade consider that any surface or construction by another trade is in an unsatisfactory condition, to ensure a proper finish for their work thereon, the contractor shall give due notice and such work shall not proceed until the necessary improvements have been made.  Failing such notice, the trade concerned, will not be relieved of the responsibility for poor finish due to such unsatisfactory conditions.

Attend All Trades

The contractor shall attend on all trades and subcontractors employed on the contract.
Telephone

Allow for the provision of a mobile phone on the job for the full length of the contract period.

Completion

On completion of the works all rubbish caused by the contractor and sub-contractors as part of the contract operations shall be removed from site.  All unused materials shall be removed from site.

Preliminary Clauses

The whole of the foregoing preliminary clauses shall be read in conjunction with and shall apply to each and every trade section of the contract to their full extent and meaning.
Errors and Omissions

Where an item or items are omitted from this specification but are obviously necessary for the satisfactory completion of the work, the contractor shall bring this to the attention of Council’s representative and shall allow for the same in his quotation.
Foreperson

The contractor shall provide a competent general foreperson to supervise these contract works.  Copies of all drawings and specifications, etc, are to be kept on the site.
Temporary Works

Provide and maintain all necessary temporary roads, truck crossings and hard standing required and remove at completion.

Provide, maintain and remove at completion temporary fencing, hoarding, planked footpaths, guard rails, and the like as may be required for protecting the public and others for the proper execution of the works and for meeting the requirements of the local or other authority.

Take delivery of temporary site signs, erect in position agreed and remove at completion.

Setting Out

Arrange to accurately lay-out the works and assume full responsibility for correctly doing so.

Practical Completion

At the date of practical completion, the contractor shall hand over any maintenance and/or operating instructions provided by the manufacturers, suppliers or sub-contractors.  The ‘maintenance period’ shall be as specified in the contract.  During which time the contractor will make good and pay for any defects or malfunctions that have been reported to the contractor in writing.

Durability Statement

All building materials and elements to comply with the requirements of New Zealand Building Code.

Parks Contact and Access

The contractor is to be responsible for contacting the Parks Ranger/ MCC Project Manager, associated with the project area at least 48 hours before programmed commencement of work, to discuss the following:
· Site access to the site before commencement of work
· Timing of work

· Site specific and local issues that may affect the progress of the works
The contractor will be held responsible for any expenses occurred for reinstatement for works that do not take into consideration site specific or local issues and have been initiated by the contractor without consultation with the appropriate Parks Ranger,

Western Areas - Manurewa, Mangere, Papatoetoe

Eastern Areas - Howick, Pakuranga, Otara, Clevedon, Botany

Working Hours

Working hours will be 7.30am-5.30pm Monday-Friday.

No weekend work is allowed unless with written approval from Council’s representative.
Letter Box Drop

The contractor is to format, obtain approval, print and deliver circular style letters to all adjoining park neighbours who will be affected by the works stating the following:-

· Company name and profile – introduction, relationship with Council 

· Nature of the works

· Start of works – Give at least five days notice 

· Projected finish date

· Contract name for issues arising out of the works

If site closure is required a media release will be required from Manukau City Council’s Communications Team

Construction Notice Board

The contractor will be supplied with the relevant frame to be erected on the site outlining the project scope and timelines.  The contractor will be required to provide relevant project details to the signage company to allow manufacture of sign and then obtain the same.  Once the project has been completed, the sign and frame will be removed and returned to the signage company for installation at a future project. 

Location of Services

The contractor will be responsible for locating of all services.  The contractor’s attention is drawn to the fact that Council may not have all internal services on reserves on record and the contractor is responsible for locating these.  Council will not accept any responsibility for any damage to any services and the contractor will make good any such damage at their own cost.
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
